An environmental justice tour of Southeast Michigan is being organized for conference participants. Conference participants on the tour will have a chance to discuss food security issues when they visit a cooperative community garden in Ypsilanti where low-income and minority residents produce their own fresh fruits and vegetables. Southeast Michigan has the largest Arab community in the U.S. The tour will stop at an Arab community center to examine occupational and health hazards arising from industrial complexes in their Dearborn neighborhood. The third stop on the tour will be Detroit. There residents of low-income African American communities will discuss environmental hazards arising from the proliferation of industrial facilities and displacement that will arise with the construction of a new bridge to (Windsor) Canada. This is one of the environmental justice issues on the northern border. You will also be in full view of the stately Detroit-Windsor Bridge (the busiest border crossing between the U.S. and Canada). While on the tour you will also be able to see signs of efforts to revitalize Detroit, the scenic Detroit River dividing the U.S. and Canada. You might also catch glimpses of historic Bell Isle Park. The park sits in the middle of the Detroit River (which connects two of the Great Lakes – Lake St. Clair and Lake Erie) between the U.S. and Canada. It was originally designed by Frederick Law Olmsted, famed designer of New York's Central Park.
The environmental justice tour will take place on Wednesday, June 6th from 1:00 p.m.-7:00 p.m. The cost is $30 (in addition to all other conference fees). Please reserve your spot early as the number of slots are limited.

Will your research be groundbreaking?  Will it create a new paradigm?  How does one know if their scholarly endeavors will revolutionize the way people think about an issue and act on it?  What if your research did change a field?  This session is a retrospective that is devoted to examining the impact of seminal environmental justice books and reports.  The field of environmental justice research has grown dramatically since the 1980s.  This session will examine the impact of two or three reports and books that have had profound impacts on scholarship, policymaking and activism in the field.  The session will focus on works that broke new ground.  Examples of these are:  Toxic Waste and Race (United Church of Christ, 1987); Race and the Incidence of Environmental Hazards (Bryant and Mohai, [1990]1992); and  Dumping on Dixie (Bullard, 1990).

This session will feature presentation by authors of these works who are present at the conference.  Authors will reflect on their reasons for undertaking the research, changing paradigms, dissemination strategies, impact on the movement, impact on their personal lives and careers.  Most of the time will be devoted to discussion with the audience.
